Cassanova di Nero  
Brunello di Montalcino 
Italy  •  2017

From a pioneering southern Montalcino 
vineyard, this wine delivers dark cherry, 
plum, and berry fruit layered with herbs, 
tobacco, floral notes, and spice. Powerful 
yet balanced, with mineral depth and a 
long finish.  $160

Banfi Brunello 
Italy  •  2014

Intense ruby red with garnet reflections. 
Aromas of violets and vanilla, with hints 
of licorice. Velvety palate, with tart-cherry 
flavors and traces of spice.  $156

Chapoutier “La Bernadine” 
Chateauneuf du Pape
France  •  2020

A layered and restrained Chateauneuf-
du-Pape with aromas of red berries, 
spiced cherries, dried thyme and baking 
spices. Medium-bodied with chalky 
tannins. Textured and slightly chewy 
with plenty of berry and chocolate 
character towards the finish.  $156

Paul Hobbs Cabernet Sauvignon
California  •  2016

This stately Cabernet Sauvignon 
offers layered aromas of red currant, 
boysenberry, cedar, and herbs. Rich 
flavors of cassis, graphite, blueberry,

Fine tannins 
yield satisfyingly rich, velvety textures, 
while vibrant acidity keeps you 
coming back for another sip.  $250

El Enemigo Cabernet Franc 
Argentina  •  2019

This wine shows aromas of plum, 
raspberry, currant, cassis, pepper, 
clove, and tobacco. Elegant and 
balanced, with cedar and vanilla, 
medium-bodied structure, supple 
tannins, creamy freshness.  $110

Don Melchor Cabernet Sauvignon  •  
Chile  •  2017

Fantastic aromas of blackcurrants 
and other dark fruit with crushed 
stone, iron, and oysters, following 
through to a full body that shows 
incredible energy and depth, offering 
ripe yet fresh fruit, together with 
bright herbs and earth. Full-bodied 
yet refined and velvety, with delicate, 
mouth-coating tannins and a long-
lasting, elegant finish. This is perhaps 
the greatest Don Melchor ever made.
